Adult Beliefs, Behaviors, and
Perceptions about Alcohol Use

This report reveals data about adult beliefs, behaviors, and perceptions rega
underage drinking, adult binge drinking, and impaired driving/yoming As
you will read on the following pages, there are three impbdamclusions:

(1) Most adults are making good decisions by not binge drinking, not
driving while under the influence of alcohol, and have healthy attitu
about alcohouse and nowise

(2) Many adults oveestimate the prevalence of underage drinkind
adult binge drinking in Wyoming and undestimate the prevalence of
healthy attitudes among other Wyoming adults;

(3) Far too many adults are misusing alcodath as ovedrinking and
driving whileimpaired

All three of these conclusions mustdadressed in a comprehensive preventior
effort.

So, while most adults iWyomingare making good decisions about alcohol, the
negative impacts associated witigh risk drinking can bdevastating. The
Wyoming Behavior Risk Factor Surveillance System (BBJ-estimates that ther
are approximately 250,000 binge drinking episqaersmonthamong Wyoming
adults and over 200,000 impaired driving incidents per ydaohol related
accidents among 134 yearolds are the leading cause of death. In 2008, alcol
was involved in 71% of law enforcement custodial arrests in Wydming

These data indicate thé&tyomingmust work to prevent these problems by
increasinghe majority of adults who are making healthy decisions. The role o
- the community is to address $hghallenge by clearly communicating accurate

| information about how most Wyoming adults do not misuse alcohol, establist
clear guidelines on the safe and healthy use andiserof alcohol, and
cultivating positive community norms.

Survey Background

The results presented in this report are based on the 2008 Most Wfydsning Community
Survey. The survey was conducted by the Wyoming Call Center and provides state and
level measures of adult alcohol behaviors, beliefs, and attitudes. The fasBits Horn
Countyare based oB50telephone interviews conducted betwdene 14' andSeptember
22" 20080f randomly selected adults aged 18 and older. The statistical results presentec
this report provida 95% confidence level with &% confidence interval.
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Beliefs about Underage Drinking

Adults OVERESTIMATED drinking by high schoastudents.

77% of Big Horn Countyadults believed most high school students in their community drink 3 or mo
times per month (Q5).

3% of Big Horn Countyadults believed most high school studenth&ir community drink 10 or more
times per month (Q5).

81% of Big Horn Countyhigh school students reported NOT drinking in a typical wé8k; reported not
drinking in the past month (PNA 2008 Q49)

Most adults wouldNOT allow their children to drink before age 21.
Whether or not they were a parerit% of Big Horn Countyadults would not allow their children to first
drink alcohol (other than a few sips) untjea21 (Q1).

AdultsSTRONGLY AGRED local law enforcement should strongly

enforce underage drinking laws.
83% of Big Horn Countyadults strongly agreed that local law enforcement should strongly enforce |i
regulating &ohol use by youth under age 21 (Q2).

AdultsSTRONGLY AGRED that adults who provide youth thi
alcohol should be prosecuted, but many did Nf@eficeivemost WY

adults felt the same way.

81% of Big Horn Countyadults strogly agreed that adults who supply alcohol to youth under age 21
violation of Wyoming law should be prosecuted (Q4).

28% of Big Horn Countyadults did noperceivemost Wyoming adults would agree that adults who
supply atohol to youth under age 21 in violation of Wyoming law should be prosecuted (Q4A)

Conclusion
Adults inBig Horn Countyhave very strong beliefshich supporteducingunderage drinking.

However, because so maBig Horn Countyadults ovefestimate the prevalence of underage
drinking, they might think that the problem is overwhelming. Similatiyltsunderestimatehe
level of supporto address this probleamong their fellow citizens.
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Beliefs and Behaviors about Adult Drinking

Most adultsreportedNOT binge drinkng, but manyoverestimated this behavior

78% of Big Horn Countymale adults did not consume five or more drinks on an occasion in the past 30 days (Q13)

87% of Big Horn Countyfemde adults did not consume four or more drinks on an occasion in the past 30 days (Q1:

68% of Big Horn Countyadultsperceivedmore than 25% of Wyoming adult males consumed five or more drinks on ¢
occasion at leasthee in the past 30 days (Q14A).

Most aults inBig Horn Countydo not binge drink and think it is wronglowever, because so maBig Horn
Countyadults ovetestimate the prevalencelmhgedrinking, theymay be more at risk to over drink or not
address the problem in othe®&milarly, adultsunderestimatethe level ofagreement that binge drinking is
wrongamong their fellow citizens.
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Beliefs and Behaviors about Impaired Driving

MostadultsDID NOT drive while under the influence of alcohinlthe past year

but manyperceivedtherwise
92% of Big Horn Countyadults reported that they had not driven under the influence in the past 12 months (Q9).
42% of Big Horn Countyadultsperceivednost Wyoming adults had driven under the influencdcdftenl in the past 12
months (Q10).
Of thoseBig Horn Countyadults whaperceivednost had driven under the influené6% perceivednost
Wyoming adults had driven under the influence seven or more times in the pagith2 (@i0A).

Conclusion

Most aults inBig Horn Countydo not drive while under the influence and believe impaired driving is wron
They also support enforcement of impaired driving laws and intervening to prevent someone else fngm d
while impaired. However,Big Horn Countyadultsmisperceive these protective attitudes in others. These
misperceptions may make adults more likely to drive while impaired and less likely to intervene to stop s
else.
